I.  WHAT DID JESUS SAY ABOUT HIS RELATIONSHIP TO HIS 
FATHER? 

 

A.  The Father’s Relationship to the Son 
1.  Father sent the Son (8:16,18,26,29,42) 
2.  Father taught the Son (8:28) 
3.  Father is with the Son (8:29) 
4.  Father glorifies the Son (8:54) 

 

B.  The Son’s Relationship to the Father 
1.  Son stands with the Father (8:16) 
2.  Son has heard the Father (8:26) 
3.  Son speaks what the Father has taught him (8:28) 
4.  Son does what pleases the Father (8:29) 
5.  Son has seen the Father (8:38) 
6.  Son honors the Father (8:49) 
7.  Son knows the Father (8:55) 
8.  Son keeps the Father’s word (8:55) 

 

C.  Son’s Identity with Father 
1.  Whoever knows the Son knows the Father (8:19; cf. 14:8-
10) 
2.  Son and Father share the same name:  “I AM” (8:58)

A.  Abraham (8:33,39,53) 
 

B.  God (8:41) 
 

III.  WHO DID JESUS SAY THEIR FATHER WAS? 
 

A.  Physically, Abraham (8:37,56) 
 

B.  Spritually, not Abraham (8:39,40) or God (8:42,47) 
• cf. Romans 2:28,29; Galatians 3:29 

 

C.  Spiritually, the devil (8:41,44)
